Extra Songs

Sometimes an extra hymn or Bible verse song/s are included in the music for a particular Bible Truth. Some-
times it is another version of music for the same song which might better suit older/younger children. Many
times it is a completely different verse that relates well to the Bible Truth. This is especially true of the ESV ver-
sion. For these songs, the lyrics, a short explanation about the Bible verse, lead sheet music and sign language
for this verse are all found in this book. There are no additional discussion questions in the PFl Core Curriculum
related to these songs. The audio for these songs are found online for download.
