He wanted to get rid of 
them.
5. What did Saul want the Christians to stop saying? That Jesus is God’s Son.
4. What special job did the leaders at the Temple-Church give Saul? To go to Damascus and 
make the Christians stop telling people about Jesus.
6. What did Saul see when they were almost to Damascus that was so surprising? Jesus 
appeared to them in a bright light.
7. What did Jesus tell Saul? That He really was God’s Son and to stop hurting the Christians.
8. Did Jesus hurt Saul for being so mean to Him and to the Christians? No. He forgave Saul.
9. What did Saul ask Jesus to do? To forgive his sins and to be his Savior.
10. Who worked in Saul’s heart as Saul prayed? The Holy Spirit. He helped Saul to turn away from 
disobeying God and trust in Jesus as his Savior.
11. What good news did Saul start telling everyone? He told them the gospel! That Jesus really 
was God’s Son, the Savior. That He would be their Savior and forgive their sins, if they would turn 
away from their sins and trust in Him as their Savior.
12. Did Saul deserve God’s love? No, he didn’t. God’s love was more than he would ever deserve!
13. Who can we ask to help us to know Jesus as our Savior? The LORD. We can ask Him to help 
us turn from our sins and trust in Jesus as our Savior.
