Bible Truth 2 Concept: It Tells Us about God and His Plans

Do you know what a plan is? It's thinking about WHAT you want to do before you do it. We make plans most
every day. Sometimes our plans work out. Sometimes they don’t. That’s because our plans are only hopes and
guesses.

God makes plans, too, but His plans are different. They always happen. They always work out just like He wants
them to. They are all good and perfect, just like He is. Some of God’s plans are secrets, but some He has shared
with us. Can you guess where they are written down? In the Bible! There in His Word, we can read of wonderful
God'’s plan to love and save people through His Son, Jesus.

And one
day, they will go to live with Him forever, just as He planned. God shares His wonderful plans with us because
He wants us to turn to Him and be His special people, too.

Story-telling Tips

Ahead of time:

1. Read the Bible verses and story. Pray!

2. Choose story action cues and/or prepare storyboard figures, if using. (Included in Visual Aids book)
3. Practice telling story with the storyboard pictures, timing your presentation. Shorten, if necessary.

During your presentation:

1. Maintain as much eye contact as possible as you tell the story.

2. Put up storyboard figures/add story action cues as you tell the story. Allow the children to help you put them
on the board, if desired.

3. Include the children in your story with a few questions about what they think will happen or words/concepts|
that might be new to them.

4. Watch the kids for signs that their attention span has been reached. Shorten, if necessary.

What a lot happened in the first, six days of the world!

God made the heavens and the earth. He made light and darkness, sun, moon and stars. He made the seas
filled with fish, the skies filled with soaring birds, and the land filled with every plant and animal you can
think of. What a very busy place earth had become!

But someone was missing. Someone very special. Someone who was at the very center of all God’s plan for
the world. Do you know who it was?

Can you tell me?

Why, it was people, of course!

God'’s plan for the beautiful world He made would never be complete without people. THEY were whom He
planned it for, that they might know and enjoy it, and Him, the God who made it all!

So, God made people. He took took some of the clay dirt from the ground and He formed it into a man.
Adam! Then, God breathed into Adam'’s nose the breath of life, and the man became alive.

Now, God made cats, and dogs, and kangaroos, and all the other animals, living creatures with bodies.
He made all the birds, fish, and creepy-crawly creatures living creatures with bodies, too. That's why they
could meow, and woof, and leap, and fly,and swim, and wriggle, right?

God made Adam a living creature in this way, too. He gave Adam a body that could jump, and run, and
dance, and do so many other wonderful things.
