They promised to love the LORD.

Now, that might sound very simple at first. But the love the LORD wanted His people to have for Him was
not a little, tiny love—Ilike a love that wakes up in the morning and says “Good morning, LORD! | love you,”
but then forgets Him the rest of the day.

They SHOULD have turned to the LORD. He had already made big promises to always love them and take

care of them. Hadn’t He always provided them with rain, big families, and good food in the past? Wouldn’t
He keep on giving these good gifts to them? Of course, He would! The LORD never breaks His promises!

And no matter how much anyone prays to Baal, there will be no more
rain or good food until | say so. Then you will see that |, not Baal, am the One True God,” the LORD warned
the people through Elijah.

Unit Big Question (and Answer): Can Anybody Tell Me What the LORD Is Like? He's Not Like Anyone Else!

Unit Bible Verse: “O LORD...there is no God like you, in heaven above or on earth beneath.” 1 Kings 8:23

Bible Truth 2 Concept: He’s Not Like Anyone Else... He is the One, True God!
People look for a god to worship: someone or something that they honor as best; who is most important to
them; who they will love most of all; and, serve. And, someone or thing they can depend on to take care of
them.

Sometimes, people make their own gods. They cut them out of wood or stone and worship them. Sometimes,
people make things their god. They make having many nice things most important. They trust in their money
to take care of them. They never seem to have enough of it. Sometimes people worship other people or even
themselves! People are most important to them. They change what they say and do to please them, even if it's
wrong. What others think of them matters to them too much.

The LORD made
heaven and earth and everything iniit... even us! He is all-loving and all-good. He knows everything there is to
know and He can do whatever He wants to do. He's the one who can we can depend on to take care of us. He
is the only one who is really worthy of our worship. There is no one like Him.

Seek after the LORD! Live for Him! He promises that all who seek Him will find Him. How wonderful it is to know
and live for the LORD, the one, true God!
