About the Deep Down Detectives Visual Aids

   

How Are They Used?

The Deep Down Detectives Visual Aids book is a companion resource to be used alongside the 
Deep Down Detectives Core Curriculum book for each unit. These colorful pictures are used 
in presenting the key concepts; telling the Bible stories; and, in playing the Bible Story Review 
games. 

What Do They Include?

There are four different resources included in this book: 
1. Key Concept Visual Aids-- colorful signs of the Big Question and Answer, the Bible Truth, the 
Bible verse, and the Listening Assignments to use with the 3 lessons for each Bible Truth.
2. The Story Scenes, themselves. Notice that each scene is numbered and that there is a brief 
summary of the story that corresponds to the picture. You can actually just tell the story in a 
simple way by using only the text at the bottom of each Story Scene.
3. Directions for making the Deep Down Detectives “Bible” Folder and the back/front images to 
paste in place when making it. (Larger back/front images are found online with the curriculum.)
4. Directions for how to make a homemade flannelgraph storyboard and sturdy Story Scene 
pictures are found in the back of this book.

 Ready, Set, Rip It Out!

This book is meant to be ripped up and made into your visual aids. The key concept signs can 
be cut out and laminated or slipped into sheet protectors. The Story Scenes can be put in sheet 
protectors or laminated, too. 

 Store It!
Deep Down Detectives is a curriculum that can be used over and over. Store your visual aids 
and storyboard pictures after using them and they will serve you for many years. We store ours 
in manilla envelopes and then put them (along with all the rest of the curriculum) in magazine 
files, labelled by Bible Truth. If you have multiple classes using the curriculum, store each set of 
resources in separate manilla envelopes. This will make prep much simpler, second time around.

Replacement Story Scene Pictures

You can always purchase this book again or simply go online and print out any scenes that go 
missing.

Other Options

You can also choose to tell the story in a more traditional flannelgraph way by using your own 
flannelgraph figures or by purchasing/free downloading the Storyboard Pictures (large and small 
format size avaiable). This is more complex and requires more preparation, but some love it. And, 
it does allow for kids to interact more by helping to place pictures up on the board as you tell the 
story.

God is just one God, but He is three Persons—Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. God has always enjoyed perfect love 
and happiness within Himself. He has never needed anyone else to be happy. 

The Father, Son, and Holy Spirit work together to do wonderful and mighty things. God the Father has plans for 
the world. Jesus is God’s Son. He does what the Father plans. He came to earth to save God’s people. The Holy 
Spirit is God, too. He also does what the Father plans. He works in God’s people’s hearts so they can know God 
and live for Him. One God, but three Persons! Who has ever heard of that?! God is not like anyone else, is He?

2. Choose story action cues and/or prepare storyboard figures, if using. (Included in Visual Aids book)
3. Practice telling story with the storyboard pictures, timing your presentation. Shorten, if necessary.

During your presentation:
1. Maintain as much eye contact as possible as you tell the story.  
2. Put up storyboard figures/add story action cues as you tell the story. Allow the children to help you put them 
on the board, if desired.
3. Include the children in your story with a few questions about what they think will happen or words/concepts 
that might be new to them.
4. Watch the kids for signs that their attention span has been reached. Shorten, if necessary.

Long, long ago, there was a time before this world was made. 

There were no mountains, no stars, no oceans, no plants. There were no birds, no animals, no fish, and no 
people. There was just the LORD, the one, true God. 

Now that might sound very lonely, but actually it was Perfect Wonderfulness—the most wonderful thing 
anyone can ever know. Why? Because while the LORD IS just one, true God, He is something else that is 
very, very special. He is God the Father, Son and Holy Spirit: three Persons, but just one God. Three-in-One. 
And the friendship—the fellowship—that He enjoyed in Himself was better than anything we can ever 
imagine. And that’s why I call it “Perfect Wonderfulness.”

The LORD did not need this world or anything in it to be happy. He was perfectly happy in Himself. But 
nonetheless, He wanted to make this world. He had a plan for it. A plan to create a people for Himself. A 
people to share in His Perfect Wonderfulness with Him forever.

So, at just the right time, Jesus was born a baby in Bethlehem. He was still the Son of God, but now He was 
a human, too. 

Life on earth was not like the Perfect Wonderfulness Jesus fully enjoyed in heaven. Can you imagine what 
it would be like to leave behind all that Perfect Wonderfulness and live in this broken world? Oh, how God 
must love us, that He would choose to do this to save us!

Every day, Jesus prayed to His Father and was helped by the Holy Spirit. But He looked forward to the day 
when He would once more enjoy that full, Perfect Wonderfulness with God, His Father and the Holy 
Spirit in heaven.  And Jesus knew that because of what He was doing for God’s people on earth, that they 
would get to be in heaven with Him, knowing and enjoying God fully.

At last came the day everyone was waiting for--the day when Jesus left his home and went down to the 
Jordan River. 

“He’s here! The Savior I told you about,” John exclaimed to the crowd down at the river that day. “He’s come 
to take away God’s punishment for your sins!”
     
“I’ve come for you to baptize Me,” Jesus told John. 

“Why should I baptize you, Jesus? You don’t need to be baptized. You never disobey God,” John told Jesus. 

“Yes, but this is something I must do to be the Savior.” Jesus replied. At last, John agreed. 

Into the water John and Jesus waded. John lowered Jesus down under the water, then brought Him back 
up again. 

Jesus came out of the water, and prayed to God. And as He prayed, something amazing happened. The 
heavens opened up and Someone came down.
