This Unit’s Bible Truths

“God shows me what He’s like” is a good beginning,
but there’s so more to learn.

Briefcase?” Choose a child to get it out and hand it to
you, then hold it up and show them the pictures with
the four truths they will be learning.

After everyone has had a good look, say...

“Ok, we've learned two ways God shows us what
He’s like already. They are: God shows me what He’s
like through the heart He gave me to know and love
Him; God shows me what He’s like in everything | see
all around me (point to pictures as you identify each
Bible Truth).

Revedling the Bible Truth
We Are Learning

Hold up the front side for the children to see. Cover up the
answer, written along the bottom, and say:

“How Do | Know What God Is Like?
He Shows Me What He’s Like...
in the 7777, the perfect Word of God!

We're missing one word. Here’s the hint to what the missing
word is. It says: “What is the name of the book that is God'’s
Word?”

Can you guess? It's the Bible!

Best of dll, they
wrofe down the gospel: the good news that Jesus came fo pay for God's people’s sins, so they
could know God in their hearts now, and one day, go to live with Him in heaven forever.
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2. Philip read God's promises in the Bible. He was one of Jesus' twelve, closest friends. For three
years, Philip listened to Jesus teach from the Bible and walched the amazing things He did. Philip
saw Jesus die on the cross, then rise from the dead in victory. Philip put his frust in Jesus. He
believed that Jesus was God's Son, the Savior God promised fo send to save His people.
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3. It had been God's good plan to send Jesus fo be the Savior. Now it was time to share the good
news with everyone. “Go into all the world and fell everyone what I've done,” Jesus said. “Teach
them how they can become God's people,” He fold Philip and the others.
