How Are They Used?
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The Deep Down Detectives Visual Aids book is a companion resource to be used alongside the
Deep Down Detectives Core Curriculum book for each unit. These colorful pictures are used
in presenting the key concepts; telling the Bible stories; and, in playing the Bible Story Review
games.

What Do They Include?

There are four different resources included in this book:

1. Key Concept Visual Aids-- colorful signs of the Big Question and Answer, the Bible Truth, the
Bible verse, and the Listening Assignments to use with the 3 lessons for each Bible Truth.

2.The Story Scenes Placement Page--where to place the pictures on your storyboard.

3. The Story Scenes, themselves. Notice that each scene is numbered and that there is a brief
summary of the story that corresponds to the picture. You can actually just tell the story in a
simple way by using only the text at the bottom of each Story Scene.

5. Directions for making the Deep Down Detectives “Bible” Folder and the back/front images to
paste in place when making it. (Larger back/front images are found online with the curriculum.)

Directions for how to make a homemade flannelgraph storyboard and sturdy Story Scene
pictures are found in the back of this book.

Ready, Set, Rip It Out!

This book is meant to be ripped up and made into your visual aids. The key concept signs can
be cut out and laminated or slipped into sheet protectors. The Story Scenes can be put in sheet
protectors or laminated, too.

Deep Down Detectives is a curriculum that can be used over and over. Store your visual aids
and storyboard pictures after using them and they will serve you for many years. We store ours
in manilla envelopes and then put them (along with all the rest of the curriculum) in magazine
files, labelled by Bible Truth. If you have multiple classes using the curriculum, store each set of
resources in separate manilla envelopes. This will make prep much simpler, second time around.

You can also choose to tell the story in a more traditional flannelgraph way by using your own
flannelgraph figures or by purchasing/free downloading the Storyboard Pictures (large and small
format size avaiable). This is more complex and requires more preparation, but some love it. And,
it does allow for kids to interact more by helping to place pictures up on the board as you tell the
story.

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This Unit’s Bible Truths

“Knowing that the Bible alone is God’s Word is a good
beginning, but there’s so more to learn. So it’s time for us to
dig down even deeper for more answers to our Big Question
about God. We're going to be learning FOUR Bible truths
that all tell us more about what makes the Bible so special.

Let'slook at our Bible Truth Clue and figure out which of these
four truths we will be learning about today. Who would like
to get it out of the Big Question Briefcase for me?”

Choose a child to get it out and hand it to you. Then hold it
up and show them the pictures of the four truths they will be
learning.

After everyone has had a good look, say...

“Ok, we've learned two ways the Bible is so special. They are:
God made sure it was written down just right; and, It tells us
about God and His plans. (Point to pictures as you identify
each Bible Truth.) Now let’s look at our Bible Truth Clue and
see if we can figure out which of these four truths we will be
learning about today. Who would like to get it out of the Big
Question Briefcase for me?”

Choose a child to open the briefcase, take out the Bible Truth
Clue and hand it to you.

DDD 2 Unit All Bible Truths--Back
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Revedling the Bible Truth
We Are Learning

Hold up the front side for the children to see. Cover up the
answer, written along the bottom, and say:

“What’s So Special about the Bible?
It Alone Is God’s Word...
God uses it to 77?2 His people!

We are missing one word. Here’s the hint to what the missing
word is. It says: “What is the Bible word for God forgiving our
sins and making us His people? It rhymes with “brave?”

Can you guess? It’s save”!

So the Bible Truth we are learning today is:
(uncover answer from bottom of sign, show it to them and say:)

Remove the Bible Verse Picture from the “Bible” folder and hold it up for all the children to see,
then say:

1 Peter 1:23 tells us:

“You have been born again, not of perishable seed but of imperishable, through the living and abiding
word of God”

Learn a Little: “You have been born again... through the word of God”

What does that mean?

When we become one of God’s people, God calls that being born AGAIN. No, our mothers don't give birth
to us again.

Let’s read what Detective Dan wants us to help him
figure out. Would someone like to get it out for me?”

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. If there was one thing that Pefer, Andrew, James and John knew,
it was fish.

Some of these fish you may have heard of before --like sardines
and filapia. There were others that you probably haven't heard
of --like musht and biny fish. But Peter, Andrew, James and John
knew them dll and caught them dll. They were fishermen. Fish were
their living.

So,most every night, when the sun went downbehind the hills and the
moon rose up in the sky, Pefer, Andrew, James and John gathered
their nets, hopped in their boat, and sailed out info the big Sea of
Gdililee.
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2. “Whoosh,” they threw out their nets onto the wavey walers.
“Bloop, bloop, bloop,” down the nets sank into the depths below.
Then “Grrrrrunt,” they pulled the heavy nets back into their bodat,
filled with flippy-floppy fish.

Catch fish on the lake at night. Sell fish in the market by day. Sleep
a little bit, then do it all over again. This was the life of fishermen,
Pefer, Andrew, James and John.
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3. Well, that’s the way life was supposed 1o go. But one night, things
went very, very differently.

Out went the nets, “Whoosh.” And down went the nets, “Bloop, bloop,
bloop.” (Yes, that was dll the same as usudal.) But this time, there was
no “Grrrrrunt” when the nets came up out of the water.

They were easy fo pull back in. Too easy. Uh oh... The nets were easy
fo pull in because there were NO fish in the nets at alll There were no
fish that first fime they threw out the nets, or the second, or third,
or fourth time. Not a single musht, or biny, or sardine, or filapia fish
the whole night long. Not even onel
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Y. So, as the moon set and the sun rose the next morning, a very
sad Peter, Andrew, James, and John rowed their empty boat back
fo shore and pulled it up on the beach.

No fish caught meant no fish to sell at the market, and no money in
their pockets. They would just clean their nefs and go fo bed. Ugh!
This was the worst night ever!
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S. But then, someone came down to the beach that sad morning.
Someone who would turn that worst NIGHT ever into the best DAY
ever for those fishermen. Can you guess who it was?

It was Jesus! He had come down to the beach with a big crowd of
people. And He chose 1o be right near where Peter, Andrew, James,
and John were cleaning their nets.

Now, when you and | go to the beach, it might be to swim in the
water or play in the sand, but not Jesus and this crowd. Jesus had
come fo feach fo them from God's Word.
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6. Jesus could have picked many places around that big lake to feach
that big crowd, but He led the crowd right there near those sad,
tired fishermen. Why had Jesus chosen THAT spot? Because He had
a plan for those fishermen!

Jesus borrowed Peter's boat and pushed it out fo shore. Then, He
began teaching from God's Word. As Peter, Andrew, James, and
John cleaned their nets, they listened to Jesus.

And as they listened, God's Holy Spirit worked in their hearts. He
was using God's Word to help these men begin to believe in Jesus as
more than just a teacher.
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1. Jesus knew what was going on inside of those fishermen. He had
planned for them to hear Him teach from God's Word that day. He
had planned for the Holy Spirit o work in their hearts.

Why? Because Jesus had planned for those four fishermen fo be
His disciples! They would be His special friends who would live with
Him and go with Hm everywhere He went. He would teach them
God's Word and prepare them fo fell the whole world the good
news of salvation.

And, His plan was starting right there, as they were cleaning those
nets and listening!
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8. When Jesus finished feaching, He rowed back to shore.

“Get into your boat and row back out onto the lake,” Jesus fold them.
“Throw out your nets again.”

The fishermen were fired. They had just finished cleaning those big
nets. They didn't want tfo get them dirty again. It wouldn't do any
good to go back out, anyway. Everyone knew fish only come out at
night.

But Peter went ahead and grumpily obeyed. “Jesus, we have been
out dll night and caught nothing, but because you say so, we will go
back out.” (“What did a teacher know dbout fishing, anyway!” he
surely thought.)
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9. Well, it was a good thing those fishermen DID obey Jesus, as they
quickly found out!

“Whoosh” they threw out the net, “Bloop, bloop, bloop,” down went
the nets; then “GRRRRRRUNT,” they pulled them back in, with the
biggest grunt ever.

The nets were so full of fighthat they couldn't hold them dll. The
nets were so full of fish that they even began to RIPPPPPP!
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|0. Once more the Holy Spirit worked in those fishermen's hearts.
He helped them put dll the pieces together. Jesus had CAUSED this
amazing calch of fish. And, He had done it in a way that only God
could do. Jesus wasn't just a feacher of God's Word. He was MORE!

“Could Jesus be the Messiah, the Special One sent by God fo save His
people?” they began fo wonder. Wow!
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. Peter wasn't just amazed. He was ashamed, too.

He had grumbled and doubted Jesus. He fell down on his knees
before Jesus, and said, “Go away from me. I'm asinfulman.” ("What
would someone like Jesus want with me,” Peter thought.)

But Jesus did NOT go away. He knew Peter was a sinner. He had
come fo be Peter’s Savior. Jesus STAYED, and said to Pefer and the
others, “Leave your fishing nets and come follow Me. I'm making
you fishers of men. | will use you fo bring God's Word to people, so
they can learn about Me, the Savior, and be saved from their sins.”
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2. And that's exactly what Peter, Andrew, James, and John did.
They put down their nets, and left their boat. They even left dll of
those flippy-floppy fish! They left them dill, and followed Jesus.

For one, two, three years, Peter, Andrew, James, and John followed
Jesus as His disciples. They listened fo Him preach God's Word. They
watched Hm do many amazing things by God's power.
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3. As Peter, Andrew, James, and John listened and walched
everything Jesus did, God worked in their hearts more and more.
Yes, Jesus WAS the Messiah, the Special One sent by God.

But what Jesus did at the end of those three years, was most
amazing thing of all: Jesus choose fo suffer and die on the cross.
He gave up His life fo pay for the sins of God's people.

Peter, Andrew, James, and John were sad and confused. Was the
Messiah supposed to die?
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M. Jesus wass buried in a cave-grave that day, but He didn't stay
there. On the third day, Jesus rose up from the dead in victory!

Jesus first appeared to the women who came to the grave to
care for His body, that Sunday morning. Then later that day, Jesus
appeared fo His discples.

How happy Peter, Andrew, James, John, and the others were! Yes!
Jesus redlly was God's Son, the Savior! He had beaten sin and death
for God's people!
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I5. For forty, wonderful days, Jesus spent time with His disciples.

He faught them from God's Word. He gave them work to do: “Go info
the whole world and feach everyone about Me! Tell them fo turn
away from their sins and trust in Me as their Savior!”

The disciples were happy to obey. They went out and preached
about Jesus from God's Word. And as they preached, the Holy Spir:it
used worked in the hearts of those who listened. Many believed!

How happy were Pefer, Andrew, James, and John fo see God use
His powerful Word to save so many people!
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6. God used these men fo not only preach His Word, but fo write
down His Word, foo.

Fisherman Peter wrofe down the words to our Bible verse: “You
have been born again, not of perishable seed but of imperishable,
through the living and abiding word of God.” He knew what it meant
for God to use His Word to work in his heart and save him from his
sins.

Fisherman John wrote down a whole book full of whathehadheard
Jesus say and had seen Jesus do. When John finished writing his
story of Jesus, he wrote these words: “These things are written
that you might believe that Jesus is the Messiah and be saved, 10o.”
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I7. Every word that Peter and John wrofe down came out perfectly.
Why? Because God's Holy Spirit worked in them as they wrote. He
was making John and Peter's words, God's Words, too. He made
sure everything was writfen down just right.

And now, YOU can read the words Fisherman Peter and John wrote
down in YOUR Bible! They are written down in the books we call the
Gospel of John and First and Second Peter.

God has used the words they wrote down fo help many people

believe in Jesus and be saved. He can even use them to save youl
Ask Him!
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
