How Are They Used?

The Deep Down Detectives Visual Aids book is a companion resource to be used alongside the 
Deep Down Detectives Core Curriculum book for each unit. These colorful pictures are used 
in presenting the key concepts; telling the Bible stories; and, in playing the Bible Story Review 
games. 

What Do They Include?

There are four different resources included in this book: 
1. Key Concept Visual Aids-- colorful signs of the Big Question and Answer, the Bible Truth, the 
Bible verse, and the Listening Assignments to use with the 3 lessons for each Bible Truth.
2. The Story Scenes Placement Page--where to place the pictures on your storyboard.
3. The Story Scenes, themselves. Notice that each scene is numbered and that there is a brief 
summary of the story that corresponds to the picture. You can actually just tell the story in a 
simple way by using only the text at the bottom of each Story Scene.
5. Directions for making the Deep Down Detectives “Bible” Folder and the back/front images to 
paste in place when making it. (Larger back/front images are found online with the curriculum.)
Directions for how to make a homemade flannelgraph storyboard and sturdy Story Scene 
pictures are found in the back of this book.

 Ready, Set, Rip It Out!

This book is meant to be ripped up and made into your visual aids. The key concept signs can 
be cut out and laminated or slipped into sheet protectors. The Story Scenes can be put in sheet 
protectors or laminated, too. 

 Store It!
Deep Down Detectives is a curriculum that can be used over and over. Store your visual aids 
and storyboard pictures after using them and they will serve you for many years. We store ours 
in manilla envelopes and then put them (along with all the rest of the curriculum) in magazine 
files, labelled by Bible Truth. If you have multiple classes using the curriculum, store each set of 
resources in separate manilla envelopes. This will make prep much simpler, second time around.

Replacement Story Scene Pictures

You can always purchase this book again or simply go online and print out any scenes that go 
missing.

Other Options

You can also choose to tell the story in a more traditional flannelgraph way by using your own 
flannelgraph figures or by purchasing/free downloading the Storyboard Pictures (large and small 
format size avaiable). This is more complex and requires more preparation, but some love it. And, 
it does allow for kids to interact more by helping to place pictures up on the board as you tell the 
story.

Bible Truth 3 Concept: God Uses His Word, the Bible, to Save His People

We read books to know things. We read the Bible to know things, too. The Bible tells us about God and His plans 
to save sinful people like you and me. It tells us that God is good, but that we have all disobeyed Him. It tells 
us of how Jesus came to save us from our sins. These are very, very good things for us to learn from the Bible.

But the Bible does more than just help us LEARN about God and His plans. God has made it powerful to DO 
wonderful things inside of us. God uses His Word to save us from our sins and make us His people. God does 
this through His Holy Spirit, working in our hearts, as we think about His Word. The Holy Spirit helps us to want 
us to turn to God and ask for His forgiveness. He helps us put our trust in Jesus as our Savior. God loves to work 
through His Word and save people. He can work through His Word and save us, too. Ask Him!

Learn a Little:  “You have been born again... through the word of God.” 

Meaning

When we become one of God’s people, God calls that being born AGAIN. No, our mothers don’t give birth to 
us again. No, we don’t become little babies like we were. But, it IS a new beginning of life. Only this time, it is 
life with God. 

How do we have this new beginning of life with God? God’s Holy Spirit works in our hearts, as we think about 
God’s Word.  He helps us want to turn away from disobeying God and trust in Jesus as our Savior. We tell God 
about our sins and He forgives them all. He gives us a new heart that knows Him and loves Him and wants to 
live for Him.

ord of God.” He knew

hat it m
eant 

for God to use His W
ord to w

ork in his heart and save him
 from

 his 
sins. 

Fisherm
an John w

rote dow
n a w

hole book full of w
hat he had heard 

Jesus say and had seen Jesus do. W
hen John finished w

riting his 
story of Jesus, he w

rote these w
ords: “These things are w

ritten 
that you m

ight believe that Jesus is the M
essiah and be saved, too.” 
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17. Every w
ord that Peter and John w

rote dow
n cam

e out perfectly. 
W

hy? Because God’s Holy Spirit w
orked in them

 as they w
rote. He 

w
as m

aking John and Peter’s w
ords, God’s W

ords, too. He m
ade 

sure everything w
as w

ritten dow
n just right. 

A
nd now

, YOU can read the w
ords Fisherm

an Peter and John w
rote 

dow
n in YOUR Bible! They are w

ritten dow
n in the books w

e call the 
Gospel of John and First and Second Peter. 

God has used the w
ords they w

rote dow
n to help m

any people 
believe in Jesus and be saved. He can even use them

 to save you!
