How Are They Used?

The Deep Down Detectives Visual Aids book is a companion resource to be used alongside the 
Deep Down Detectives Core Curriculum book for each unit. These colorful pictures are used 
in presenting the key concepts; telling the Bible stories; and, in playing the Bible Story Review 
games. 

What Do They Include?

There are four different resources included in this book: 
1. Key Concept Visual Aids-- colorful signs of the Big Question and Answer, the Bible Truth, the 
Bible verse, and the Listening Assignments to use with the 3 lessons for each Bible Truth.
2. The Story Scenes Placement Page--where to place the pictures on your storyboard.
3. The Story Scenes, themselves. Notice that each scene is numbered and that there is a brief 
summary of the story that corresponds to the picture. You can actually just tell the story in a 
simple way by using only the text at the bottom of each Story Scene.
5. Directions for making the Deep Down Detectives “Bible” Folder and the back/front images to 
paste in place when making it. (Larger back/front images are found online with the curriculum.)
Directions for how to make a homemade flannelgraph storyboard and sturdy Story Scene 
pictures are found in the back of this book.

 Ready, Set, Rip It Out!

This book is meant to be ripped up and made into your visual aids. The key concept signs can 
be cut out and laminated or slipped into sheet protectors. The Story Scenes can be put in sheet 
protectors or laminated, too. 

 Store It!
Deep Down Detectives is a curriculum that can be used over and over. Store your visual aids 
and storyboard pictures after using them and they will serve you for many years. We store ours 
in manilla envelopes and then put them (along with all the rest of the curriculum) in magazine 
files, labelled by Bible Truth. If you have multiple classes using the curriculum, store each set of 
resources in separate manilla envelopes. This will make prep much simpler, second time around.

Replacement Story Scene Pictures

You can always purchase this book again or simply go online and print out any scenes that go 
missing.

Other Options

You can also choose to tell the story in a more traditional flannelgraph way by using your own 
flannelgraph figures or by purchasing/free downloading the Storyboard Pictures (large and small 
format size avaiable). This is more complex and requires more preparation, but some love it. And, 
it does allow for kids to interact more by helping to place pictures up on the board as you tell the 
story.

Bible Truth 4 Concept: God Uses It to Change His People

We read books to know things. We read the Bible to know things, too. The Bible tells us about God and His plans 
for sinful people, like you and me. It tells us that God is good, but that we have all disobeyed Him. It tells us of how 
Jesus came to save us from our sins. These are all very good things us to learn.

But the Bible does more than just help us to learn things. It is God’s Word and He makes it POWERFUL to do things 
inside of us. It is powerful to SAVE us (as we learned before); but also, to CHANGE us in wonderful way, once we 
become His people.

God does this through His Holy Spirit, working in our hearts, as we think about His Word, the Bible. The Holy Spirit 
can help us understand God’s Word, so that we can know how God wants us to live. He can use God’s Word to show 
us ways we are disobeying God, and He can help us turn away from them. He can help us remember God’s words 
of comfort and forgiveness when we are sad. He can help us live and love the way God tells us to in the Bible.  

Bible Truth 4 Bible Verse: Psalm 119:97-98

“Oh how I love your law! It is my meditation all the day. Your commandment makes me wiser than my enemies, 
for it is ever with me.”

Learn a Little: “Your commands make me wiser.”

Meaning

God has put so many wonderful things in His Word, the Bible. He’s put songs of worship in it. He’s given us 
stories of the mighty things He’s done for His people. He tells us about how Jesus came to save us from our sins. 
He’s filled it with His good plans and His promises. 

God has also written His laws and commands in the Bible. (“Laws” and “commands” are big words that mean 
“rules.” ) God’s laws tell us how God wants us to live. 

When we read God’s laws in the Bible, the Holy Spirit can use them to change us and make us wise to live God’s 
good way. They can help us to do the right thing, even when we have enemies around us who want us to do 
the wrong thing. God’s laws are always the best way to live. No wonder God’s people love to meditate on them! 
They want to live to please God. God’s laws can help them. We can become God’s people when we turn away 
from our sins and trust in Jesus as our Savior.

We praise you, God, for giving us Your powerful Word. You are able to change us.

God, we know that we disobey You and should change, but sometimes we don’t want to. Please forgive us.

Thank You for all the ways You can change us through Your Word. Thank You that You can help us to love You 
and live for You.

as Paul. A
nd 

the book? Can you guess w
hat book w

ould cause so m
uch trouble? 

It w
as God’s W

ord, the Bible.
 “I have good new

s for you, here in God’s W
ord,” Paul told the people 

of Ephesus. “God prom
ised to send a Savior to save us from

 our 
sins. A

nd guess w
hat? He’s com

e!” 
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5. “Jesus is that Savior. He is God’s Son com
e from

 heaven to save 
us. 

“Jesus lived a perfect life. He never sinned. He chose to suffer and 
die on a cross, offering up His life to God as the full paym

ent for the 
sins of God’s people. On the third day, Jesus rose from

 the dead in 
victory, show

ing He really beat sin and death,” Paul told them
. 

“Com
e, turn aw

ay from
 your sins. Turn aw

ay from
 w

orshipping 
fake gods! Trust in Jesus as your Savior and be forgiven of your 
sins. You can becom

e God’s people, too. You can have eternal life 
w

ith Him
!” Paul urged them

 all.
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6. God helped Paul to boldly preach the good new
s of Jesus to the 

people of Ephesus. 

God also gave Paul a special gift to help people know
 that Jesus 

really w
as God’s Son, the Savior. God gave Paul the pow

er to heal 
sicknesses in Jesus’ nam

e. Paul w
ould just place his hands on sick 

people and God w
ould heal them

. 

Blind people. Lam
e people. Every kind of sick people. God healed 

them
 all. W

ow
! So, Paul w

ent all over Ephesus, sharing about Jesus 
and healing people in Jesus‘ nam

e. Paul prayed that these people 
w

ould put their trust in Jesus and becom
e God’s people! 
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7. But Paul w
asn’t the only one w

ho w
anted these people to be saved. 

God did, too. A
s these people heard Paul preach God’s W

ord, and

atched him
 heal sick people in Jesus’ nam

e, the Holy Spirit w
orked 

in their hearts, and they believed! 

“This Jesus is not like our fake gods. He is alive! He is pow
erful to save 

us from
 our sins!” they exclaim

ed. “Let’s turn aw
ay from

gods and trust in Jesus as our Savior!”

any people in Ephesus!
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8. God had used His pow
erful W

ord to save these people of Ephesus, 
but as am

azing as that w
as, God w

as not done yet. God hadn’t 
planned to just SAV

E these people from
 their sins, and have them

 
keep on living their OLD w

ay. No! God had planned to CHA
NGE them

, 
and give them

 a w
hole NEW

 w
ay of life. 

God’s Holy Spirit w
ould use Paul’s preaching from

 the Bible to do 
this. Paul gathered the new

 believers together and taught them
 

from
 God’s W

ord. He taught them
 m

ore about Jesus, God’s great 
plans, and how

 to love God and love one another.
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9. A
s these new

 believers listened to God’s W
ord, the Holy Spirit 

w
orked in their hearts. He helped them

 w
ant to love God m

ore and 
serve Him

 w
ith their w

hole lives. He helped them
 w

ant nothing to do 
w

ith those old, fake gods anym
ore. Not even A

rtem
is! They w

ere 
going to live for Jesus now

! 

So, they gathered all of their m
agical books and threw

 them
 into 

a big pile. Then, they set them
 on fire! The only book they needed 

w
as God’s W

ord. The other people in Ephesus w
ere shocked! W

hy 
w

ould these people burn up all these m
agical books!

ess, but it w
asn’t the only m

ess. There w

ore m

ess to com
e! 

The believers stopped spending their m
oney on those big, A

rtem
is 

w
orship parties, and on those little, A

rtem
is statues. Now

, they 
w

anted to use their m
oney the w

ay God’s W
ord told them

 to. They 
w

ould use it to take care of each other, and to tell m
ore people 

about Jesus. 

Paul w
as so happy! He thanked God for using His W

ord to not just 
save these people in Ephesus, but to really change them

, too. 
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11. Yes, Paul w
as very happy, but there w

ere a lot of other people 
w

ho w
ere NOT happy at all --especially the people w

ho sold the 
A

rtem
is statues, the m

agic books, and all the things for the big, 
A

rtem
is w

orship parties. 

“People aren’t spending m
oney on big, A

rtem
is w

orship parties 
anym

ore. They aren’t buy
ing our A

rtem
is statues either,” they 

grum
bled. “W

hat a m
ess Paul and his book have m

ade in Ephesus! 
W

e have to get rid of him
 right now

!” they decided.
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12. The shopkeepers gathered together a huge, angry crow
d. They 

w
ere shoving and bum

ping! They w
ere yelling and grum

ping! 

“Hurray for A
rtem

is! Boo for Jesus! Get rid of Paul!” they shouted, 
as loudly as they could, for hours, and hours, and hours! 

W
hat a m

ess there w
as in Ephesus now

! At last, city leaders cam
e 

in and quieted dow
n the crow

ds. They sent them
 all hom

e and told 
Paul to leave the city.
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13. Paul packed his things, said goodbye to the believers, and left 
Ephesus that very day. 

“Surely this w
ould clean up the m

ess in Ephesus,” the leaders thought. 

But those leaders w
ere w

rong. Paul had gone, but that book-- the 
W

ord of God-- certainly had not! The new
 believers w

ould go on 
reading and learning from

 it. God w
ould go on using it to change 

them
: to love Him

 and to love others m
ore. A

nd God’s people w
ould 

boldly go on telling others the good new
s of Jesus. 

The m
ess in Ephesus w

as far from
 cleaned up. It w

as there to stay. 
A

nd that w
as a very good thing!
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
