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Unit 4: The God Like None Other
Unit Big Question (and Answer): Can Anybody Tell Me What the LORD Is Like? He’s Not Like Anyone Else!

Unit Bible Verse: “O LORD...there is no God like you, in heaven above or on earth beneath.” 1 Kings 8:23 

Bible Truth 2 Concept: He’s Not Like Anyone Else... He is the One, True God!
People look for a god to worship: someone or something that they honor as best; who is most important to 
them; who they will love most of all; and, serve. And, someone or thing they can depend on to take care of 
them.

Sometimes, people make their own gods. They cut them out of wood or stone and worship them. Sometimes, 
people make things their god. They make having many nice things most important. They trust in their money 
to take care of them. They never seem to have enough of it. Sometimes people worship other people or even 
themselves! People are most important to them.  They change what they say and do to please them, even if it’s 
wrong. What others think of them matters to them too much. 

Money, people, and even wood and stone are all good things, but they were not meant to be worshipped. 
There is really only one SOMEONE we are made to worship: it is the LORD, the one, true God. The LORD made 
heaven and earth and everything in it… even us! He is all-loving and all-good. He knows everything there is to 
know and He can do whatever He wants to do. He’s the one who can we can depend on to take care of us. He 
is the only one who is really worthy of our worship. There is no one like Him. 

Seek after the LORD! Live for Him! He promises that all who seek Him will find Him. How wonderful it is to know 
and live for the LORD, the one, true God!

Bible Truth 2 Bible Verse: Psalm 86:8,10, ESV
“There is none like you among the gods, O LORD, nor are there any works like yours…For you are great and 
do wondrous things; you alone are God.”

Learn a Little: “O LORD ... you alone are God.”

Meaning:

This verse tells us that there is no one like the LORD. If we compare anyone else’s deeds to the LORD’s, it is 
easy to see just how great He is. He alone is God and worthy of our worship.

Bible Truth 2 ACTS Prayer

We praise You, LORD, that You are the great and awesome God. There is no god like You! 

LORD, we should love and worship You alone, but many times we choose to worship other gods. We don’t 
live for You. We don’t honor You as best and most important. We don’t depend on You to take care of us. 
Please forgive us! We need a Savior! 

Thank You, LORD, making us to know and worship You. Thank You for making the way for us to be forgiven of 
our sins through Jesus. Thank You that now we can know and worship You because of Him.

Work in our hearts! Help us to turn away from other things we are tempted to worship. Help us to trust in 
Jesus as our Savior. Help us to worship only You!  In Jesus’ name we pray, Amen.

Remove  the Bible Verse Picture from the “Bible” folder and hold it up for all the children to see, then say:

Psalm 86:8,10 tells us: 

Psalm 86: 8,10, ESV
“There is none like you among the gods, O Lord, nor are there any works like yours…For you are great and 
do wondrous things; you alone are God.”

Learn a Little:  “O LORD ... you alone are God.”

What does that mean? 
This verse tells us that there is no one like the LORD. If we compare anyone else’s deeds to the LORD’s, it is 
easy to see just how great He is. He alone is God and worthy of our worship!

“We’ve said our Bible verse, now let’s sing it!” 

Among the Gods:

Let’s see what Detective Dan wants us to help him 
figure out. Would someone like to get it out for me?”
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1. The LORD and the people of Israel m
ade big prom

ises to each 
other. 

The LORD prom
ised that He w

ould alw
ays love them

 and take care 
of them

. He w
ould keep them

 safe and give them
 everything they 

needed to be happy. Best of all, He w
ould give them

 Him
self to know

 
and enjoy forever. The people of Israel returned His love w

ith a 
prom

ise to love Him
, too.
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2. Now
, that m

ight sound very sim
ple at first. But the love the LORD 

asked His people to have for Him
 w

as not a little, tiny love. It w
asn’t 

a love that w
akes up in the m

orning and says “Good m
orning, LORD! 

I love you,” but forgets Him
 the rest of the day. 

The LORD w
as asking for a BIG LOV

E. A
 love that loved Him

 w
ith their 

w
hole lives, through the w

hole day, in everything they did and said 
and thought. It m

eant obey
ing His good law

s about w
orshipping 

Him
 as the One, True God.
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3. It m
eant obey

ing all of His good law
s about loving others, too. So 

you see, this w
as a very BIG love that the LORD asked the people to 

prom
ise Him

... and they happily prom
ised Him

 they w
ould.
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4. But it’s one thing to m
ake prom

ises and another to keep them
. 

So, w
hile the LORD kept His prom

ises to the people of Israel, they 
broke their prom

ises to Him
. They forgot Him

 as they lived each 
day. They broke His good law

s. 

They 
stopped 

w
orshipping 

Him
 

as 
the 

One, 
True 

God. 
They 

w
orshipped fake gods instead, especially the fake god of their 

neighbors--Baal. A
nd w

ho led the people of Israel in w
orshipping 

Baal? None other than their king--King A
hab.
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5. Baal w
as supposed to be the god w

ho gave people rain, good 
crops, and big fam

ilies. Those w
ere the three, big things that the 

people especially cared about back then. 

Now
, you m

ight think of three OTHER things you especially care about, 
but back in those days there w

ere no grocery stores or hospitals. 
You needed rain to grow

 your crops (crops are food you grow
) 

and to keep you and your anim
als alive. A

nd since there w
eren’t 

really doctors back then, getting sick w
as very scary. 

Rain, big fam
ilies, and good crops m

eant LIFE to these people! W
ho 

W
OULDN’T w

ant to w
orship Baal if he could give them

 all of these 
good things?
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6. But w
hat about the people of Israel? Didn’t they need rain, big 

fam
ilies, and good food to live, too? Yes, they did! But they SHOULDN’T 

have turned to Baal for them
. They SHOULD have turned to the LORD. 

He had already m
ade big prom

ises to alw
ays love them

 and take 
care of them

. 

Hadn’t He alw
ays provided them

 w
ith rain, big fam

ilies, and good 
food in the past? W

ouldn’t He keep on giving these good gifts to 
them

? Of course, He w
ould! The LORD never breaks His prom

ises!
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7. But, the people of Israel chose to forget all of this. They chose to 
w

orship the fake god, Baal, like the peoples around them
. 

This w
as SA

D new
s! This w

as BA
D new

s! The people of Israel had 
turned aw

ay from
 the LORD. They had broken their prom

ises to 
Him

. W
hat w

ould the LORD do? W
ould He turn aw

ay from
 them

 and 
stop caring for them

, as they deserved?
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8. The LORD COULD have turned aw
ay from

 His people, but He did 
not. He chose to go on loving them

. He w
ould bring them

 back to Him
. 

He w
ould show

 them
 in a m

ighty w
ay that Baal w

as just a fake, 
and that He, the LORD, w

as the one, true God. A
nd He w

ould do it by 
stopping the very thing that Baal w

as supposed to be in charge of: 
the rain.
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9. The LORD sent His special m
essenger, Elijah, to tell King A

hab and 
the people w

hat He w
as going to do. 

“The LORD says: ‘You have broken your prom
ise to love M

e,’” Elijah 
told them

. ““You have chosen to w
orship Baal as giver of rain, big 

fam
ilies, and good food, but he isn’t. He is just a fake god. He is not 

the One True God. I am
, as  I am

 going to show
 you!’” the LORD told 

the people.
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10. “I am
 going to take aw

ay all the rain. I am
 going to take aw

ay 
all the good food from

 you …the food you need so you can have 
big fam

ilies. A
nd no m

atter how
 m

uch anyone prays to Baal, there 
w

ill be no m
ore rain or good food until I say so. Then, you w

ill see 
that I, not Baal, am

 the One True God,” the LORD w
arned the people 

through Elijah. 

Those w
ere big w

ords. Could the LORD really do this? Could He really 
stop Baal’s pow

er? Everyone w
aited and w

atched. 
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11. Sure enough, day after day w
ent by, and there w

as no rain. The 
w

ater in the stream
s dried up. The good food that should have 

grow
n in the fields, died. The big fam

ilies and their anim
als grew

 
hungry and thirsty. 

The people took their w
orship gifts to Baal and prayed, “Oh, Baal, 

send us the rain w
e need to grow

 good food and feed our big 
fam

ilies.” 

But for one, tw
o, THREE w

hole years, no m
atter how

 m
uch anyone 

prayed to Baal, there w
as no rain or good food. Oh, how

 sad the 
neighbors w

ere! Oh, how
 sad the people of Israel w

ere! 
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12. At last, the LORD knew
 the people had learned enough from

 their 
suffering. They w

ere ready for the great show
dow

n--the big fight 
w

ith fire that w
ould m

ake it clear to them
 and their neighbors w

ho 
really w

as the one, true God. 

Elijah w
ent back to King A

hab w
ith a new

 m
essage from

 the LORD: 
“The LORD says: ‘For three years I’ve taken aw

ay your rain and 
good food. It has been hard to feed your big fam

ilies. I did this 
because the people and you chose to stop w

orshipping M
e and 

obey
ing M

y good law
s. I w

anted you to see that I am
 the one, true 

God, not Baal,” the LORD said.
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13. “I’m
 not done yet. There’s m

ore thing I w
ant to do. Gather all of 

the people and all of the m
essengers of Baal on top of M

ount 
Carm

el. There, you w
ill see w

ho really is the One, True God,” the 
LORD prom

ised.

So, up, up, up to the top of dry M
ount Carm

el w
ent Elijah along w

ith 
King A

hab, the people of Israel, and the m
essengers of Baal. It w

as 
tim

e for the big show
dow

n.

14. Elijah gathered them
 all together and said, “The tim

e has com
e to 

see w
ho is the One, True God. If it is Baal, follow

 him
. If it is the LORD, 

follow
 Him

.” 

“I am
 the only m

essenger of the LORD here, but Baal has m
any 

m
essengers,” Elijah told them

. “W
e w

ill each give a w
orship gift of a 

bull to our god. Baal’s m
essengers w

ill give Baal their w
orship gift; 

and I w
ill give m

y w
orship gift to the LORD,” Elijah explained.
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15. “But w
e’re going to m

ake this a fight w
ith fire betw

een the LORD 
and Baal,” Elijah said. “W

e w
on’t light the w

ood under the w
orship 

gifts, like w
e usually do.

 heaven to burn up the w

orship 
offering,” Elijah told them

. 

“This shouldn’t be hard for Baal. He’s the rain god. He can throw
 

dow
n one of his lightning bolts and set the w

orship gift on fire,” 
Elijah said. “I w

ill even let the m
essengers of Baal go first.”
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16. Everyone agreed. The m
essengers of Baal took a bull and set it 

on top of som
e stones and firew

ood. Their w
orship offering w

as 
ready. 

They began shouting their prayers to Baal: “O great Baal, show
 

that you are the One, True God! A
ccept our w

orship gift! Send fire 
to burn it up!” they prayed. Nothing happened at all. 

But Baal’s m
essengers didn’t give up. Next, they tried shouting louder 

and dancing a w
orship dance to Baal. But still, nothing happened. 

On and on, all day, Baal’s m
essengers tried m

any things; but still no 
fire cam

e dow
n.
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17. At last they gave up. Now
, it w

as Elijah’s turn. 

W
ith tw

elve, big stones, Elijah rebuilt the altar to the LORD. He put 
w

ood. on it, and the bull on top of the w
ood. He had m

en pour lots 
and lots of w

ater over everything to m
ake it even harder to burn 

up. 

Then, Elijah prayed to the LORD:  “O LORD, let it be know
n today that 

You are the God of Israel and that I am
 Your servant. A

nsw
er m

e 
that the people m

ay know
 that You, O LORD, are the One, True God, 

and that You have turned their hearts back to loving and obey
ing 

You.”  
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18. W
ould the LORD send dow

n fire? Yes, He w
ould! 

Suddenly, a huge, hot, blaze of fire dow
n from

 heaven. W
HOOSH! It 

burned up the bull, the w
ood, the w

ater, the stones, and even the 
soil. 

Can you im
agine! Fire so hot that it could burn up stones! W

hen all 
the people saw

 this, they fell dow
n on their faces and said, “The 

LORD, He is God; the LORD, He is the One True God!”  
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19. The people of Israel  knew
 w

hat to do next! They got rid of all 
those m

essengers of Baal. They w
ere turning back to w

orship and 
obey the LORD! 

Elijah bow
ed dow

n low
 to the ground, w

ith his face betw
een his 

knees, he prayed to the LORD. At last, it w
as tim

e for rain.
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20. The skies soon grew
 black w

ith clouds. A
 great rain began to 

fall. The people rejoiced! Here w
as rain that m

ade their crops grow
 

and w
ould give them

 good food to eat again! 

A
nd w

hich God did they thank for the rain? They thanked the LORD! 
Now

, it w
as clear: Baal w

as only a fake god. The LORD w
as the One, 

True God. There w
as no other God, and there never w

ill be.
