How Are They Used?

The Deep Down Detectives Visual Aids book is a companion resource to be used alongside the 
Deep Down Detectives Core Curriculum book for each unit. These colorful pictures are used 
in presenting the key concepts; telling the Bible stories; and, in playing the Bible Story Review 
games. 

What Do They Include?

There are four different resources included in this book: 
1. Key Concept Visual Aids-- colorful signs of the Big Question and Answer, the Bible Truth, the 
Bible verse, and the Listening Assignments to use with the 3 lessons for each Bible Truth.
2. The Story Scenes Placement Page--where to place the pictures on your storyboard.
3. The Story Scenes, themselves. Notice that each scene is numbered and that there is a brief 
summary of the story that corresponds to the picture. You can actually just tell the story in a 
simple way by using only the text at the bottom of each Story Scene.
5. Directions for making the Deep Down Detectives “Bible” Folder and the back/front images to 
paste in place when making it. (Larger back/front images are found online with the curriculum.)
Directions for how to make a homemade flannelgraph storyboard and sturdy Story Scene 
pictures are found in the back of this book.

 Ready, Set, Rip It Out!

This book is meant to be ripped up and made into your visual aids. The key concept signs can 
be cut out and laminated or slipped into sheet protectors. The Story Scenes can be put in sheet 
protectors or laminated, too. 

 Store It!
Deep Down Detectives is a curriculum that can be used over and over. Store your visual aids 
and storyboard pictures after using them and they will serve you for many years. We store ours 
in manilla envelopes and then put them (along with all the rest of the curriculum) in magazine 
files, labelled by Bible Truth. If you have multiple classes using the curriculum, store each set of 
resources in separate manilla envelopes. This will make prep much simpler, second time around.

Replacement Story Scene Pictures

You can always purchase this book again or simply go online and print out any scenes that go 
missing.

Other Options

You can also choose to tell the story in a more traditional flannelgraph way by using your own 
flannelgraph figures or by purchasing/free downloading the Storyboard Pictures (large and small 
format size avaiable). This is more complex and requires more preparation, but some love it. And, 
it does allow for kids to interact more by helping to place pictures up on the board as you tell the 
story.

in heaven again.

nd Jesus knew

 that because of w
hat He w

as doing for God’s people 
on earth, that they w

ould get to be in heaven w
ith Him

, know
ing and 

enjoy
ing God fully. That w

as w
orth it all!
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10. So, for thirty, long years, Jesus lived here on earth. He grew
 up, 

up, up until He w
as a m

an. He slept and he played. He did His chores 
and learned a job.

nd all the w

hile, Jesus never, ever did anything w
rong. He w

preparing to be our perfect Savior.

el’s hair for clothes! John certainly lived funny, 

too...out there in the desert-y w
ilderness, eating nothing but w

ild 
honey and hoppy, bum

py, crunchy locusts for food. Yum
! Yum

! 

But John looked this w
ay and lived this w

ay for a very good reason: 
God had told him

 to. God w
as preparing John for a special job. God 

w
ould use him

 to get the people ready for Jesus. 
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14. John started preaching the m
essage God gave him

: “It’s tim
e! The 

LORD is sending His Savior! Repent! Stop disobey
ing God and turn 

back to Him
. Be baptized! Show

 that you w
ant to live for God. M

ake 
sure you are ready for the Savior w

hen He com
es,” John told all 

w
ho cam

e out to the River Jordan to listen to him
. 

A
ll kinds of people cam

e. Strong, arm
y soldiers. Bad, cheating m

en 
like tax collectors. Teachers of God’s W

ord and other people cam
e 

to listen, too. 
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15. W
hat do you think happened as the people listened to this funny-

looking, funny-living m
an? 

God used John’s w
ords to w

ork in the hearts of m
any and help 

them
 repent of their sins. Dow

n into the w
ater they w

aded w
ith 

John, to be baptized. They w
anted to be ready for the Savior! 
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16. At last cam
e the day everyone w

as w
aiting for: the day Jesus 

left his hom
e and w

ent dow
n to the Jordan River. 

“He’s here! The Savior I told you about,” John exclaim
ed to the 

crow
d dow

n at the river that day. “He’s com
e to take aw

ay God’s 
punishm

ent for your sins!”
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17. “I’ve com
e for you to baptize M

e,” Jesus told John. 

“W
hy should I baptize you, Jesus? You don’t need to be baptized. 

You never disobey God,” John told Jesus. 

“Yes, but this is som
ething I m

ust do to be the Savior.” Jesus replied. 

At last, John agreed. Into the w
ater John and Jesus w

aded. John 
baptized Jesus, low

ering Him
 dow

n under the w
ater, then bringing 

Him
 back up again. 
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18. Jesus cam
e out of the w

ater, and prayed to God. A
nd as He 

prayed, som
ething am

azing happened. 

The heavens opened up, and the Holy Spirit cam
e dow

n like a dove 
and rested upon Jesus. Then from

 heaven, God the Father spoke: 
“This is m

y dear Son w
hom

 I love so m
uch! I am

 so very pleased 
w

ith Him
,” He said. 

Together, God the Father, Son and Holy Spirit--the great God w
ho 

w
as Three-in-One-- w

ould carry out God’s am
azing plan to save 

His people!
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19. Now
, it w

as tim
e for Jesus’ w

ork to begin. Now
, He w

ould begin to 
tell people how

 they could be saved. 

Soon, He w
ould suffer and die for their sins. It w

ould be so very 
hard to com

plete God’s good plan, but Jesus w
as w

illing to do it. From
 

start to finish, He w
ould be the Savior! He w

ould m
ake the w

ay for 
people to share in the Perfect W

onderfulness of God once m
ore.
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20. Over the next, three years, everything w
orked out just as God 

had planned. 

Jesus taught the people about God, His Father. He did am
azing things, 

show
ing them

 that He w
as the Son of God, sent to save them

. A
nd, 

He prom
ised that God w

ould send the Holy Spirit to live in their hearts 
as their Helper. 
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21. Then cam
e the saddest and hardest and m

ost am
azing part of 

God’s plan. It w
as the day w

hen Jesus chose to suffer and die on 
the cross as the full paym

ent for the sins of God’s people. 

Yes, for all w
ho w

ould ever turn from
 their sins and trust in Him

 
as their Savior, Jesus took their punishm

ent that day, so that they 
could be FORGIV

EN once and for all!
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22. Jesus w
as buried in a cave-grave that day. How

 sad w
ere His 

friends! 

But then on the third day, Jesus rose from
 the dead, show

ing He 
had really beaten sin and death for God’s people. 
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23. Jesus’ w
ork w

as done. It w
as tim

e to go back hom
e, back up to 

heaven to enjoy all of the Perfect W
onderfulness of fellow

ship w
ith 

God, the Father, and God, the Holy Spirit again. W
hat a w

onderful 
day that w

as! 

A
nd w

hat special helper did Jesus rem
em

ber to send to God’s 
people? 
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24. The Holy Spirit! 

God sent Him
 to live in the hearts of God’s people. Now

, they w
ould 

share in a little bit of the Perfect W
onderful of fellow

ship w
ith God, 

right here on earth! 

But this w
as only a beautiful, little bit of the life they w

ould have 
w

ith God, forever in heaven. There, at last, they w
ill get to enjoy all 

of the Perfect W
onderfulness of God that they possibly can! Oh, 

how
 w

onderful!
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
