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About the Deep Down Detectives Visual Aids

How Are They Used?
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The Deep Down Detectives Visual Aids book is a companion resource to be used alongside the
Deep Down Detectives Core Curriculum book for each unit. These colorful pictures are used
in presenting the key concepts; telling the Bible stories; and, in playing the Bible Story Review
games.

What Do They Include?

There are four different resources included in this book:

1. Key Concept Visual Aids-- colorful signs of the Big Question and Answer, the Bible Truth, the
Bible verse, and the Listening Assignments to use with the 3 lessons for each Bible Truth.

2.The Story Scenes Placement Page--where to place the pictures on your storyboard.

3. The Story Scenes, themselves. Notice that each scene is numbered and that there is a brief
summary of the story that corresponds to the picture. You can actually just tell the story in a
simple way by using only the text at the bottom of each Story Scene.

5. Directions for making the Deep Down Detectives “Bible” Folder and the back/front images to
paste in place when making it. (Larger back/front images are found online with the curriculum.)

Directions for how to make a homemade flannelgraph storyboard and sturdy Story Scene
pictures are found in the back of this book.

Ready, Set, Rip It Out!

This book is meant to be ripped up and made into your visual aids. The key concept signs can
be cut out and laminated or slipped into sheet protectors. The Story Scenes can be put in sheet
protectors or laminated, too.

Deep Down Detectives is a curriculum that can be used over and over. Store your visual aids
and storyboard pictures after using them and they will serve you for many years. We store ours
in manilla envelopes and then put them (along with all the rest of the curriculum) in magazine
files, labelled by Bible Truth. If you have multiple classes using the curriculum, store each set of
resources in separate manilla envelopes. This will make prep much simpler, second time around.

DDD 4 Big Question Picture--Back
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This Unit’s Bible Truths

“He’s not like anyone else”is a good beginning, but there’s so
more to learn. So it’s time for us to dig down even deeper for
more answers to our Big Question about God. We're going
to be learning EIGHT Bible truths that all tell us more about
what God is like.

Who would like to hand me the picture with our eight Bible
truths on it? It’s in the Big Question Box/Briefcase”

Who would like to hand me the picture with our eight Bible
truths on it? It’s in the Big Question Box/Briefcase”

Choose a child to get it and hand it to you, then hold it up and
show them the pictures of the eight truths they will be learning.

After everyone has had a good look say...

“Ok, we've learned five truths about what the LORD is like.
They are: “He is a Glorious Spirit, “He Is the One, True God,”
“He Is Father, Son and Holy Spirit: Three Persons, but Just
One God, “He Is Everywhere, All the Time,” and “He Knows
Everything There Is to Know” (point to pictures as you
identify each Bible Truth). Now let’s look at our Bible Truth
Clue sign and see if we can figure out which of these eight
truths we will be learning about today. Who would like to
get it out of the Big Question Briefcase for me?"

Choose a child to open the briefcase, take out the Bible Truth
Clue sign and hand it to you.

DDD 4 Unit All Bible Truths--Back
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Revedling the Bible Truth
We Are Learning

Hold up the front side for the children to see. Cover up the
answer, written along the bottom, and say:

“Can Anybody Tell Me What the LORD Is Like?
He’s Not Like Anyone Else!
He Is Perfectly Holy, Purely 2222 1"

We're missing one word. Here’s the hint to what the missing
word is. It says: “It's a word that means the opposite of bad?
It rhymes with “hood”

Can you guess? It's “good.”

So the Bible Truth we are learning today is:

(uncover answer from bottom of sign, show it to them and say:)
“Can Anybody Tell Me What the LORD Is Like?

He’s Not Like Anyone Else!

And here is what this Bible Truth means:
(read the meaning off of the back of the sign, say:)

Remove the Bible Verse Picture from the “Bible” folder and hold it up for
all the children to see, then say:

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l. The people of Israel were in big trouble. The king of Egypt had
made them his slaves.

But the LORD their God saw what the king was doing and He
stopped him.

Do you know what the LORD did fo stop the king? He sent sfinging
gnats and biting flies.

3. “l am the LORD. | am a holy God. | am good and powerful. | hate
sin and | punish it. | have rescued you from the king of Egypt by My
great power,” the LORD fold them.

“l am choosing YOU fo be My special people. 'm giving you My good
rules to live by. Obey them, and be blessed by Me. Obey them, and
the world will look at you and they will understand what | am like--
good and powerful... HOLY! the LORD fold them.
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6. “l want you to build Me a worship house, 100,” the LORD fold them.
“l want fo be near you and have special fellowship with you. But

you can't build it any way you please. You have to build it just so --
EXACTLY as | fell you to.”
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1. A worship house just so --EXACTLY as He told them to make it?
That sounds very picky, doesn't it?

Butf the LORD wasn't being picky. He was being LOVING fo His people.
If everything wasn't just so, then there would be BIG trouble. It had
fo do with what the LORD is like.

“l am holy, but you are not,” the LORD told the people. I hate sin. |
punish sin, but | don't want fo punish you. | want fo LOVE you and
be close fo you. Only if you make this worship place just right, can |
dwell with you and can we have fellowship together,” the LORD told
them through Moses.
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8. “l will help you build the worship place just right. I'm putting Bezalel
and Oholiab in charge. I've given them the sKills to build it. They will
build it with gifts from the people,” the LORD said.

The people were happy to give. They piled up their gifts of silver,
gold, bronze, fine fabric, beautiful jewels, and much more. They
gave so much that they had to be told fo stop giving! Then, Bezalel
and Oholiab set to work, always following the LORD's “just so”
instructions.
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9. “The worship place will be a big tent, so it can move with you.
You are a traveling people. | want to travel with you,” the LORD told
Bezalel and Oholiab.

So, they built a big tent, just like He said.
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0. “Outside of the tent, put a big. bronze alfar to burn worship gifts
on. The people will of fer up their worship gifts to Me onit,” the LORD
fold them. “Put a big, bronze container filled with water outside the
fent, foo. This basin will only be used for the priests to wash and get
ready for going inside the worship tent,” the LORD instructed.

So, Bezdlel, Oholiab and their helpers built a bronze dltar for the
worship gifts, and a bronze basin with water for washing.
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I. “Make two rooms inside the worship fent: one big one and one
small one. For the big one, make a big, golden lampstand to be lit
with twelve, bright, shining flames. Make a big, golden table where
the priests will sef out twelve, little loaves of bread each day. Make
a golden container to be filled with wonderful-smelling incense for
this room, foo. This big room is cadlled The Holy Place,” the LORD told
them.

So, Bezdlel, Oholiab made the big room and the little room in the
fent. They made the lampstand, table, and container to be filled
with incense, just as the LORD tfold them to.
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12. “Not just anyone can go info the Holy Place. Only men called priests
can go in there, and ONLY if they do exactly as | tell them,” the LORD
warned.

“The priests must keep My good laws. They must wash with water
from the basin and dress in special clothes of pure white. Each day,
they will come info the tent to offer the people’s worship gifts and
fo pray for them.

So, Bezalel and Oholiab made the pure, white clothes for
the priests.
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13. “The big room of the worship tent is special, but the little room is
even more specidl. It willbe called The Holy of Holies. It is the holiest
place of dll. It is the place where | will be with you in a special way,”
the LORD explained through Moses.

“Make a golden box with beautiful angels on it. This box is called the
Ark of the Covenant. The Ten, Big Rules | gave you will go inside the

Ark, and the Ark will go in the small room.”

So, Bezalel and Oholiab made the Ark of the Covenant just right.
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. “Make a big curtain using white, red, blue, and purple yarn,” the
LORD fold them. “Weave angels info it. Hang the curtain between the
big room and the little room, so the little room is shut off from the
big room,” the LORD saiid.

So, Bezalel and Oholiab made the curtain and hung it in place.
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I5. “Not even the priests can go in the litlle room whenever they
want,” the LORD warned. “It is too holy even for them. Only the leader
of the priests (the high priest) can go into the small room, and he
can go in only on one, special day a year, and only wearing very
special clothes.

On that one day, he will bring a special worship gift and sprinkle it
on the Ark. That gift will keep the Ark holy, so | can be near you in
the small room for another year,” the LORD told them. “Make the
high priest’s special clothes.”

So, Bezalel and Oholiab made the high priest's special clothes.
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6. “Make sure you do dll these things, so | can live with you in this
special way, and so you can be My people,” the LORD urged them. “|
am the holy God, but you are sinners. This is the way I've made for
you fo have fellowship with Me,” the LORD said.

The LORD helped Bezadlel and Oholiab make everything just so. At
Isast, the worship fent was dll ready. Now it was fime to USE it
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I7. The priests got ready. They washed themselves and put on their
pure, white clothes. They put dll of the beautiful things that Bezalel
and Oholiab madeinside the tent: the Ark, the candlestick, theincense
stand, the fable with the twelve loaves of bread, and the special
curtfain between the two rooms.

The candles were lit and the incense began to send up its wonderful
smell. Outside the tent, the priests placed the first worship gifts to
the LORD on the diltar.
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18. What would happen next? Had they redlly done everything, just
as the LORD told them fo? Would He come down to the fent fo have
fellowship with them in a special way?

Yes, He would! The LORD sent fire down fo accept the worship gifts
on the dltar. When the people saw this, they shouted aloud, fell
down, and worshipped the LORD.

Then, the LORD sent down a special cloud that covered the outside
of the tent and filled up the inside with His beautiful, sparkly bright
glory. What a wonderful day this was! The LORD's presence had
come to be with His peoplel
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I9. From that day, the priests knew they needed fo go into the Holy
Place and serve the LORD, as He told them fo. And once a year, the
high priest needed tfo take the special worship gift info the Holy of
Holies, so the LORD could be there with His people another year.

Later, the Worship Tent was replaced with a Worship House (the
Temple), but still nothing changed in how the LORD met with His people.

Until at last, there came the day when EVERYTHING changed! The
curtfain between the big and small room was torn in two by God,
Himself, because it wasn't needed anymore.
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20. Why wasn't the curtain needed anymore? What happened? Did
the LORD stop being holy?

No, He did not. Did the people stop being sinners? No, sadly they did
not.

But somethingDID change that day. Jesus did something that satisfied
the punishment God's people deserved for their sins. Something
that made them look as perfectly good and holy before God, as
Jesus, Himself.

Wow! What could Jesus possibly do fo make sinners like you and me
look purely good and holy as Hm?
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2. Jesus suffered and died on the cross that day. He took the
punishment for dll of the sins of God's people, and He gave them
His perfect record before God.

Then, on Day Three, Jesus rose from the dead in victory. He had
beaten sin and death for God's people. There was no need for a
curfain anymore, or for the priests with their white, clothes. There
was no need for more worship.giffs for the sins of God's, either.
Jesus' life was the final payment for their sins.
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22. Jesus had made the way for the LORD fo be with His people in
a far betfer, far closer place to them than the worship fent or the
Temple.

Do you know where that closer place is? It is right in their hearts.
Yes, God's Holy Spirit could now come and live right inside of them.
Amazing!
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23. And it was through Jesus that the LORD kept His promise to the
people of Israel to bless us dill.

The LORD wasn't just forgiving THEIR sins through Jesus. He made
the way to forgive OUR sins, too, when we turn away from our sins
and trust Jesus as our Savior. And if we do, God's Holy Spirit will
come and live inside our hearts, foo. We can have close fellowship
with God, no special tent or clothes or priest needed, dll thanks to
Jesus!
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24. And best yet, God's people get fo live with the LORD forever in
heaven. It's the one place where God can be known and enjoyed
in all His glory. Life with God, who is so good and so great, will be
Perfect Wonderfulness!

Ask God fo help you become one of His people! He loves to help us!
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
