Simple Story Scenes give you the basics for the core of your lesson. You can use the overview
sheet to introduce and explain the key concept and Bible verse.

Give the children a Detective Dan listening assignment. Two are provided. You can add a third
using the ideas on the bonus, third take-home sheet, if desired. Each listening assignment, let’s
you teach the story with a different learning emphasis.

Hold up the pictures and tell the story from the story scenes. Alternatively, you can find in the
and Pieces section for this unit at praisefactory.org, these same listening assignments and story
scenes, gospel and ACTS prayer modified for view on a screen. Simply download them or open
them online and show through your own monitor (tablet, big screen, whatever).

| Repeat Detective Dan’s listening assignment question and discuss the answer.
|Share the gospel tie-in with the kids.

Pray the ACTS prayer with the kids. If using the curriculum with older children, give them a
chance to think up their own ACTS tie-ins to the story, using the one provided as cues/ideas for
you.

Give out the take-home sheet (there are three: two that correlates to the two Detective Dan
assignments in the Story Scenes, and a bonus third one.) As the children are coloring, use the
take-home sheet discussion questions or your own questions to further review and apply the
key concepts, Bible verse, and story truths to the children.

Online, in the Bits and Pieces section for this unit, you will find review games, crafts, storyboard
flannelgraph figures, and audio and sheet music for all of the songs. There are also full lesson
plans that offer more of a script and take this curriculum’s possibilities to much more depth.

Unit Big Question (and Answer): Can Anybody Tell Me What the LORD Is Like? He’s Not Like Anyone Else!

Meaning

Hold up the Big Question sign for all the children to see,
and say:

The Big Question we are investigating today is
Big Question Number 4:

Can Anybody Tell Me What the LORD Is Like?
and the Answer is:
He’s Not Like Anyone Else!

Meaning:

DDD 4 Big Question Picture--Back
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This Unit's Bible Truths

“He’s not like anyone else”is a good beginning, but there’s so
more to learn. So it’s time for us to dig down even deeper for
more answers to our Big Question about God. We're going
to be learning EIGHT Bible truths that all tell us more about
what the God is like.

Who would like to hand me the picture with our eight Bible
truths on it? It’s in the Big Question Box/Briefcase”

Choose a child to get it and hand it to you, then hold it up and
show them the pictures of the eight truths they will be learning.

After everyone has had a good look say...

“Ok, we've learned seven truths about what the LORD is like.
They are: “He is a Glorious Spirit, “He Is the One, True God,”
“He Is Father, Son and Holy Spirit: Three Persons, but Just One
God, “He Is Everywhere, All the Time,"”He Knows Everything
There Is to Know,"“He Is Perfectly Holy, Purely Good,”and “He
Can Do Anything He Wants to Do” (point to pictures as you
identify each Bible Truth). Now let’s look at our Bible Truth
Clue sign and see if we can figure out which of these eight
truths we will be learning about today. Who would like to
get it out of the Big Question Briefcase for me?”

Choose a child to open the briefcase, take out the Bible Truth
Clue sign and hand it to you.

DDD 4 Unit All Bible Truths--Back
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Revedling the Bible Truth
We Are Learning

Hold up the front side for the children to see. Cover up the
answer, written along the bottom, and say:

“Can Anybody Tell Me What the LORD Is Like?
He’s Not Like Anyone Else!
He Is Always 2222, Through and Through!”

We're missing one word. Here’s the hint to what the missing
word is. It says: “This word means someone who does what
they promise they will do? It rhymes with “bathe pool”
(That's a silly rhyme, isn't it?)

Can you guess? It's “faithful.”

So the Bible Truth we are learning today is:

(uncover answer from bottom of sign, show it to them and say:)
“Can Anybody Tell Me What the LORD Is Like?

He’s Not Like Anyone Else!
He Is Always FAITHFUL, Through and Through!”

And here is what this Bible Truth means:
(read the meaning off of the back of the sign, say:)

God is faithful. We can count on Him to always do just what
He says He will do.

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Bible Truth 8 Bible Verse

Remove the Bible Verse Picture from the “Bible” folder and hold
it up for all the children to see, then say:

Psalm 145:13,18-19 tells us:

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l. Rocks and weeds. Weeds and rocks. That's dll that the people of
Israel could see around them. No water. No food. They were out in
the hot, dry, deserty wilderness.
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2. They USED fo live in Egypt. The king had forced them fo work very,
very hard for him. He had been very mean to them. He didn't care
if they were hurt. He just wanted them to work and work and work.
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3. But the LORD cared. He sent Moses to rescue them. He would take
them away from Egypt and that mean king.

Yes, the LORD would use Moses fo show His mighty power to the king
and his people. He would use Moses to free the people of Israel from
all that hard work, and to take them tfo a wonderful homeland.
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Y. At first, the king refused. “Who is the LORD that | should obey Him!"
he said to Moses. “l won't free the people!”

So, the LORD sent to send many sadnesses upon the king and his
people. He showed them He was the one, frue God, and the king
should free His people!
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5. Then, atf last, the king let them go. The people packed up their
things. Moses led them out of Egypt and into the wilderness. They
were off to the wonderful homeland the LORD promised them.

How happy the people were as they left Egypt! They had so much
fo thank the LORD for. No longer did they have to work for that
mean King. No longer did they have to live as his slaves.
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6. The people were so excited! The LORD promised fo lead them
home fo a land “flowing with milkk and honey.” That was His way
of saying that it would be a beautiful land where they could raise
their children, grow good food, and have long, happy lives.

The people of Israel praised the LORD saying, “O LORD, there is no
God like Youl You fight for your people! You rescue them! You beat
the mean king and are leading us home! Your love never fails!”

How happy the people of Israel were that dll their troubles were
over!
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1. But were their troubles redlly over? Yes, they were far away
from that mean king of Egypt. That was good. But now, they were
in the wilderness, surrounded by dll these rocks and weeds! Where
would they get food?

Now, the people weren't so happy anymore. Now they were... well,
how would YOU feel if you were out in the hot, dry wilderness, with
no food in sight?

The people were scared and upset, VERY UPSET! They didn't know
what o do, and they forgot about the ONE who was with them and
COULD take care of them, even out in that wilderness: the LORD!
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8. They forgot how good the LORD had been to them adlready. They
forgot that the LORD always keeps His promises. They forgot how
mighty the LORD is. He could always take care of their needs!

And because they forgot, they began to grumble fo Moses and his
brother, Aaron: “lt would have been better for the LORD to let us
die, working for the mean king in Egypt! At least in Egypt we sat by
pots of meat and ate our fill of bread! Now we're going to die out
here in this wilderness, surrounded by nothing but these rocks and
weeds!” they exclaimed.
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9. Were they right? Had the LORD brought them out info the wilderness
fo die?

Of course, not! The LORD loved His people. He had brought them out
there in that dry, desert-y wilderness to grow their trust in Him.
He had brought them there to show them how great He was. And,
He had brought them out there fo lead them home fo the beautiful
Promised Land.

The LORD is always faithful fo His people, through and through. They
could trust Hm to take care of them. He wouldn't let them die! He
knew exactly what they needed, and He would give it fo them.
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|0. The LORD tfold Moses: “Gather the people together. Tell them | am
about fo rain bread from heaven, enough to feed EVERYONE! Tell
the people fo go out every day and gather what they need for
the day.

On the day before the Sabbath worship day, have them gather
extra bread. Then, they can rest and worship Me on the Sabbath,
instead of gathering food,” the LORD said.
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Il. So, Moses called the people together, and told them: “The LORD
has heard you grumble fo us about food. He wants you fo know
that you're readlly grumbling against Him. You're acting like He isn't
faithful to you.”

“He’s going fo show you just how faithful He is, yet again. He's going
fo give you meat fo eat at night, and bread tfo eat in the morning.
The LORD freed you from Egypt. You can trust that He will keep on
faking care of you out here in the wilderness,” Moses told them.
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2. But wait! Weren't there only weeds and rocks all around out in
that wilderness? How could the LORD provide meat and bread for
thousands of people with hungry, grumbling tummies for one medi,

let alone every morning and night, over and over again? How would
the LORD do it?

That evening, the people saw how. Suddenly, there was a loud,
flapping noise. The people looked up and saw the sky filled with
birds! The LORD had sent thousands and thousands of quail for
dinner!
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13. That great, flock of birds landed dll over the camp until it was
covered in them. Here was the meat the LORD promised to give
them!

enjoyed the delicious meat that nightl The LORD had been faithful to
His promises. Everyone went to bed with a full belly, even out there
in the middle of the dry, desert-y wilderness.
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4. The morning brought an even bigger surprise. The people came
out of their fents fo find thin, little flakes of something, all over the
ground. “What is it?” everyone wondered. No one had ever seen
anything like it.

“This is the bread that the LORD has given you fo eat,” Moses told
them. “Gather up as much as you need for your families today. God
will give you more tomorrow.”
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I5. What funny-looking bread! But when they fasted it, it was so
good! It was sweet like honey. The people cdlled it “What is it?" - or
mannda, as they say in their language. They gathered it up and
cooked with it. Yum, yum, yummy! Bread from heaven!
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6. The people of Israel lived forty years in that dry wilderness
before settling in the LORD’s beautiful homeland. That's alot of years
of living among rocks and weeds!

And was there ever even a day when the LORD let His people go
hungry?

No, there was not! The LORD, Himself, fed them with manna from
heaven, every single day until they made it safely home. How good
the LORD was to His people! He was always faithful, through and
through... and He stfill is, even foday!
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
