Simple Story Scenes give you the basics for the core of your lesson. You can use the overview
sheet to introduce and explain the key concept and Bible verse.

Give the children a Detective Dan listening assignment. Two are provided. You can add a third
using the ideas on the bonus, third take-home sheet, if desired. Each listening assignment, let’s
you teach the story with a different learning emphasis.

Hold up the pictures and tell the story from the story scenes. Alternatively, you can find in the
and Pieces section for this unit at praisefactory.org, these same listening assignments and story
scenes, gospel and ACTS prayer modified for view on a screen. Simply download them or open
them online and show through your own monitor (tablet, big screen, whatever).

| Repeat Detective Dan’s listening assignment question and discuss the answer.
|Share the gospel tie-in with the kids.

Pray the ACTS prayer with the kids. If using the curriculum with older children, give them a
chance to think up their own ACTS tie-ins to the story, using the one provided as cues/ideas for
you.

Give out the take-home sheet (there are three: two that correlates to the two Detective Dan
assignments in the Story Scenes, and a bonus third one.) As the children are coloring, use the
take-home sheet discussion questions or your own questions to further review and apply the
key concepts, Bible verse, and story truths to the children.

Online, in the Bits and Pieces section for this unit, you will find review games, crafts, storyboard
flannelgraph figures, and audio and sheet music for all of the songs. There are also full lesson
plans that offer more of a script and take this curriculum’s possibilities to much more depth.
Don't forget to tell the parents about the Parents Resources section where they can read
through the Story scenes and download take homes with their kids.

Unit Big Question (and Answer): How Did Bad Things Come to God’s Good World?

Bad Things Came through Sin!

Bible Truth 2 Concept: Bad Things Came through Sin... When Sin Spread to the Whole World!

Everything God created was hurt by Adam and Eve’s sin. The plants did not grow such good fruit. The animals
had sicknesses. Adam and Eve’s sin hurt all their children, too. They were born disobeyers with sinful hearts.
They deserved God'’s punishment for their sins, just like their parents. They would suffer sicknesses and one day
they would all die. What sadness Adam and Eve passed down to their children through their sin!

Guess who else are children from Adam and Eve’s family? We are! That's why we get sick and one day will die.
That's why we have sinful hearts that disobey God. And that's why we deserve for Him to punish our sins, too.

Meaning

Hold up the Big Question sign for all the children to see,
andsay:

The Big Question we are investigating today is
Big Question Number 6:

How Did Bad Things Come to God’s Good World?
and the Answer is:
Bad Things Came through Sin!

Meaning:

When God created the world in the beginning, He created
all things good; but, now there are many bad and sad things
in God’s good world.

DDD 6 Big Question Picture--Back
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This Unit’s Bible Truths

“Bad things Came through Sin” is a good beginning, but
there’s so more to learn. So it's time for us to dig down even
deeper for more answers to our Big Question about God.
We're going to be learning TWO Bible truths about how sin
came into the world and what happened when it did.

Who would like to hand me the picture with our two Bible
truths on it? It’s in the Big Question Box/Briefcase”

Choose a child to get it and hand it to you, then hold it up and
show them the pictures of the two truths they will be learning.

After everyone has had a good look, say...

“Ok, we've learned one truth about how sin came into
the world. It was: “Bad Things Came through Sin... When
Adam and Eve Chose to Disobey God.” (point to pictures
as you identify the Bible Truth). Now let’s look at our Bible
Truth Clue sign and see if we can figure the truth we will be
learning about today. Who would like to get it out of the Big
Question Briefcase for me?”

Choose a child to open the briefcase, take out the Bible Truth
Clue sign and hand it to you.

DDD 6 Unit All Bible Truths--Back
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Revedling the Bible Truth
We Are Learning

Hold up the front side for the children to see. Cover up the
answer, written along the bottom, and say:

“How Did Bad Things Come to God’s Good World?
Bad Things Came through Sin...
When Sin Spread to the Whole 7222 !

We're missing one word. Here’s the hint to what the missing word is. It says:
“What's another word for “Earth”? It rhymes with “curled.”

Can you guess? It's “World.”

So the Bible Truth we are learning today is:

(uncover answer from bottom of sign, show it to them and say:)

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2. But worst of dll, was what happened to people.

They no longer had the wonderful, special closeness with God they
hadbefore. They didn't always live happily together anymore. They
became greedy and selfish. They didn't love others the way God
made them fo. And now, their bodies grew old, got sick, and died.
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3. It would have been bad enough if Adam and Eve's sin had only
hurt themselves and the world they lived in. But their sin didn't stop
there. When sin came info the world, it would hurt everything for
the rest of time.

Now, ALL the animals, ALL the plants, and ALL the people who
would ever live in God's good world would know the badness and
brokenness of sin. (Even you and me, and our world!) The whole
world, for ALL of time, would never be like it was in the beginning,
when God made it so perfectly good.
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4. Not only did sin stay in the world, but it spread and grew worse
with time.

There was more and more badness, and sadness, and brokenness,
especidlly in people. And after a while, the whole world was filled
with people disobeying God and hurting each other. It was terrible!
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5. There was SOMEONE who knew how ferribly sin had hurt the
world, more than anyone else. Can you guess who?

It was the LORD.

God could see how sin hurt every part of His good world, inside and
out. And what saddened Him the most, was what He could see deep
inside each person’s heart. There used to be beautiful love for God
and people in their hearts. Now, that was broken. Now, there was
sin and sadness in their hearts, instead.

The LORD is holy. He is purely good and oh, so great. He loves good
and hates sin. He hurt to see dll the ferrible things that had happened
fo the beautiful world He had made.
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6. God was so merciful and patient with people, giving them time
fo turn back to Him. Years and years, He waited, as sin grew and
grew in His good world.

But at last, it was time: God would judge the whole world. He would
send a flood to do away with all who refused to turn away from
disobeying Him. And with them, would go all the animals, birds, and
creeping things on earth.

Was this the end? Would there never be people or creatures fo live
in God's world again?
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1. God would have been fair tfo do that. All people had chosen to
disobey Him. All had sinful hearts and lives. It is right for God to
punish sin. He would not be good, if He did not hate it.

Buf God isn't ONLY fair and good. He is oh, so MERCIFUL, too. Mercy
is a part of love. It is freating someone better than they deserve.
That is exactly how God chose to treat sinful people. And He even
had woven this mercy into His good plans, BEFORE He created the
world. Amazing!
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8. Yes! God's good plan for His creation would go on as He planned.
He would be just, but merciful, foo. He would save some of dll the
creatures. He would save one man and his family, too. This was the
only man who furned away from his sin and turned fo God to love
Him and obey Him.

That one man was Noah.
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9. God told Noah His plan: “l am sending a flood fo wipe out everything
that lives on earth, because of how sinful everyone has become.
But you and your family, | will save. | will save some of every kind
of creature, t00,” God promised.

“After the flood, | will give the earth a new beginning for your
family and dll the creatures. You and your sons need fo build a
huge, wooden bodat, “an ark,” to fit everyone. Fil it with food for
everyone to eat. Then, | will send the flood,” God told Noah.

5. At last, the boat was finished. Noah and his family loaded it with
lots of supplies.

Surely this time, people
would obey God as they should. Right?

WRONG! You see, though Noah was a good man who loved God, he
and his family still had that same, terrible sin in their hearts, just
ike everyone else. It wouldn't be long before the world once more
would become filled with people who would choose fo disobey God
and not turn from their sinfulness.
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23. But, there wouldn't JUST be people who disobeyed God in the
world. There would dlso be people, like Noah, who would fight against
the sin in their hearts and put their trust in God.

God would help them to turn away from sin and live for Him. God
would help them to keep on trusting in the promised Savior fo come.
These were God's people, and He would save them.
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24. The Savior did come. It was Jesus, God's Son. He lived a perfect
life, without sin. Then, He offered up that perfect life fo God, as He
suffered and died on the cross. He gave His life fo pay for the sins
of God's people.

On the third day, Jesus rose from the dead. He had beadten sin
and death for God's people. What an amazing plan! What amazing
love! That God, in His mercy, would take the punishment for sin upon
Himself to save His people.
