Bible Truth 6 Concept: To Worship God and Love One Another... By Remembering Jesus Died to 
                                                                                                                                          Save Them!

When God’s people gather together, they remember how Jesus died to save them. They do this with a special 
meal called “the Lord’s Supper.” It’s called this because Jesus shared it with His own special followers on the 
night before He died on the cross. 

There are only two, little pieces of food eaten at the Lord’s Supper: a little piece of bread and a little grape juice 
or wine. That’s because it’s not really about eating a whole, big meal. It’s about remembering what Jesus did for 
God’s people when He died on the cross.

The bread stands for Jesus’ body, that He offered up for the sins of God’s people. He took in His body, the 
punishment they deserved from God for their sins. He did this so they would never have to know that 
punishment themselves. 

The grape juice or wine stands for Jesus’ blood shed when He died on the cross. Blood was a part of every big, 
covenant promise. It reminded everyone that this promise must be kept, no matter what. Jesus said the juice/
wine was to remind God’s people of His blood given to make a new covenant/forever promise with God. It 
meant that no matter what, His payment for their sins was enough. They would always be forgiven. They would 
always be God’s people, having special closeness with Him now. And one day, living with Him forever. 

When God’s people take the Lord’s Supper, it is a very special time. People are usually very quiet. Many think 
about the ways they have disobeyed God and ask for His forgiveness. Many thank God for sending Jesus to 
save them. Jesus told God’s people that they were to keep on celebrating this special meal until He comes back 
at the end of time. Only God’s people who repent of their sins, trust in Jesus as their Savior, and are baptized 
should take the Lord’s Supper. We can become God’s people, too, when we repent of our sins and trust in Jesus 
as our Savior.

Bible Truth 6 Bible Verse: Luke 22:19,20
“This is my body, given for you....This is my blood, which is poured out for you. Do this in remembrance of me.”  

Learn a Little: “This is my body, given for you. Do this in remembrance of me.”

Meaning

When God’s people gather together at church, they remember how Jesus died on the cross to save them. They 
remember that He let His body be hurt and His blood be spilled out as He suffered and died for their sins. How 
do they do this? The way Jesus told His disciples to: with a special little meal of bread and wine or grape juice. 
The bread is eaten as a way to remember how His body for broken on the cross for their sins. The wine or grape 
juice is drunk as a way to remember that it was His blood that paid for their sins so they could be forgiven by 
God. God’s people have this special meal often, just like Jesus told them to. How thankful they are for Jesus and 
all He did for them! 

We can become God’s people when we turn away from our sins and trust in Jesus as our Savior.

Every year, the people of Israel gathered together to rem
em

ber

 God rescued them

 their strong enem
ies, the Egyptians. 
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2. The Egyptians had m
ade the people of Israel their slaves. They

ork terribly hard and didn’t pay 
them

. They hurt them

hen they didn’t w
ork hard enough, and 

they planned to never let them

ent into Egypt tonight,” says the LORD. “A

fter this 
terrible punishm

ent, the Egyptians w
ill free you.”
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5. “But there is som
ething you m

ust do, if the terrible punishm
ent is 

not to com
e upon you, too,” the LORD told them

. “Each fam
ily m

ust 
take the blood of a lam

b and put it along the top and sides of the 
door to your hom

e,” the LORD said. 

“If you do this, I prom
ise the terrible punishm

ent w
ill pass over you 

and you w
ill be saved. Only your enem

ies, the Egyptians, w
ill be 

punished,” the LORD told them
 through M

oses.  
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6. “A
fter the terrible punishm

ent com
es to the Egyptians, it w

ill be 
tim

e for you to go,” the LORD said. “Hurry, get everything ready 
now

. You’ll be leaving early in the m
orning. Don’t even w

ait for your 
bread to get puffy and rise. There’s no tim

e. Bake it and eat it flat, 
so you’ll  be ready to go,” they w

ere told. 

“Tonight, is your last night in Egypt,” the LORD said. “Celebrate! Eat the 
lam

b w
hose blood you put on your doors and eat the flat bread at 

dinner tonight. Do this to rem
em

ber w
hat I’m

 doing for you.”
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7. Their last night in Egypt!? Could this really be true? The king of 
Egypt had prom

ised to let them
 go before, but changed his m

ind 
every tim

e. W
ould the king really let them

 go now
? W

ould the people 
of Israel believe the LORD’s prom

ise and obey Him
?
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8. Yes, they w
ould! 

The people of Israel did everything the LORD told them
 to do. They 

put lam
b‘s blood on the tops and sides of their doors. They packed 

up their things. They didn’t w
ait for their bread to get puffy, like 

they usually did, but baked it flat. A
nd that night, they ate the lam

b 
and the flat bread to rem

em
ber w

hat the LORD w
as doing for 

them
.
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9. Late that night, the terrible punishm
ent cam

e, just as the LORD 
said. It cam

e upon every single Egyptian fam
ily, because there w

as 
no lam

b’s blood around their doors. 

But the punishm
ent passed over the people of Israel. The LORD had 

kept His prom
ise and spared them

 this punishm
ent, thanks to the 

blood of the lam
b.

10. “Boo Hoo! Boo Hoo!” cried the Egyptians. “How

ber,” the LORD told the people of 

Israel through M
oses. 
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13. “Drink red w
ine (juice of grapes) and rem

em
ber how

 M
y punishm

ent 
passed over you. I kept the prom

ise I m
ade to you through the lam

b’s 
blood,” the LORD said. “Eat flat bread and rem

em
ber how

 quickly 
you had to leave w

hen I freed you from
 the Egyptians.

 Celebrate the Passover every year, so you w
on’t forget the great 

things I did to save you from
 your enem

ies,” the LORD told them
.
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14. So, for hundreds of years, all the w
ay dow

n to Jesus’ day, the 
people of Israel kept on rem

em
bering the Passover w

ith the special, 
red w

ine (juice from
 grapes) and the very flat bread.

They had so m
uch to celebrate! A

fter all, w
hat greater enem

y than 
the Egyptians w

ould they ever face? A
nd, w

hat greater punishm
ent 

w
ould they need to be rescued from

 than the terrible punishm
ent 

the Egyptians received that Passover night?
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15. W
ell, the truth is, there W

A
S a greater enem

y, and a bigger 
punishm

ent they needed to be rescued from
. The enem

y w
as sin. 

A
nd the punishm

ent w
as death —being separated from

 God and all 
His goodness forever. 

A
nd this enem

y and this punishm
ent w

eren’t just trouble for the 
people of Egypt or the people of Israel. These w

ere trouble for the 
w

hole w
orld. For you see, w

e all are sinners w
ho have disobeyed 

God and w
e all deserve the LORD’s punishm

ent for our sins.
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16. Yes, the sin in our hearts is a far stronger enem
y than those 

Egyptians ever w
ere! 

But w
ho could rescue people from

 this kind of enem
y? W

ho could 
save us from

 God’s punishm
ent? W

ould the blood of an ordinary 
lam

b be enough, like it w
as for the Passover? 

No, the blood of that kind of lam
b w

ould never be enough! But there 
W

A
S blood that W

A
S enough. The blood of God’s perfect Son. Do you 

know
 His nam

e? It’s Jesus!  
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17. John the Baptist gave Jesus a special nicknam
e: the Lam

b of God. 
John knew

 Jesus had com
e to save God’s people. 

Jesus w
ould live a perfect life, then give it as the full paym

ent for 
the sins of God’s people. Jesus w

ould take aw
ay their sins by taking 

their punishm
ent. Oh, how

 God loves His people, that He w
ould give 

His only Son do to this! 
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18. Jesus told His disciples He w
ould die for God’s people, but they 

didn’t understand. 

At last, cam
e the night w

hen Jesus w
ould be led aw

ay to die. It w
as 

the Passover, so He and His disciples gathered together to eat the 
special m

eal and rem
em

ber how
 God rescued the people of Israel 

from
 the Egyptians. 

Only this tim
e, Jesus used the w

ine and the flat bread to tell about 
the even GREATER rescue God w

as about to do for A
LL of God’s 

people.

 gone, eat this little m
eal w

hen you gather together 
w

ith God’s people. Use it to rem
em

ber w
hat I’ve done for you. Keep 

on eating it regularly until the day I com
e back as King, and put an 

end to sin and death forever,” Jesus told them
. 

The disciples w
ere sad and surprised by Jesus’ w

ords. W
ould He 

really die as He said He w
ould? 
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23. Yes, He w
ould! 

Later that  night, soldiers cam
e and took Jesus aw

ay. The next day, 
Jesus w

as nailed to a cross; and there, He suffered and died for 
the sins of God’s people, just as He said He w

ould. 
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24. Jesus w
as buried in a cave-grave by friends, but He w

ouldn’t 
stay there! 

On Day One, Tw
o, Three, Jesus rose from

 the dead. Jesus had really 
paid for the sins of God’s people. He had beaten sin and death for 
them

! 
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25. Jesus’ disciples w
ere so happy! They spread the w

onderful 
new

s to everyone: “Com
e, repent and believe in Jesus. Because of 

Him
, your sins can be forgiven, and you can becom

e God’s people,” 
they exclaim

ed. 

A
nd as they told the good new

s of Jesus, m
any people turned 

aw
ay from

 their sins and trusted in Jesus as their Savior. God w
as 

grow
ing His Church!
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26. The believers gathered together to w
orship God and love one
